
HEF Grant Sends Second Graders on Purchase College Performing Arts Trip

designed to help the students make connections between literature and other arts, and expand their 
abilities in all areas of language arts: reading, writing, listening, speaking, representing, and viewing. 
 
According to Ms. Horowitz, “The second graders at HAS were very excited to see the Tom Chapin 
concert. The experience tied beautifully with our language arts curriculum, especially with poetry and the 
way writers choose words that help readers visualize. Many times this year, we've referred back to this 
experience, which allows the children to scaffold new learning to previous experiences.”
